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Otis Boggs showed his ability to lead and direct, along with his drive and determination, while still a student at Auburndale High School.  Boggs loved sports and played for the Hounds Basketball and Baseball Teams.  Boggs favorite subject was Chemistry and graduated Valedictorian of his senior class in 1937.  

Immediately following graduation, he was accepted to the University of Florida in Gainesville to major in chemistry.  He was a native of Clemson, South Carolina. 

In 1938 as a UF student, Boggs but found his niche and career as a radio personality announcing high school basketball games for WRUF, the AM radio station at the Florida College of Journalism.  That same year Boggs was promoted to Color Commentator for Florida Sports.  In 1940, he took over the play-by-play announcer position. He graduated in 1943 from UF with a joint degree in chemistry, German, English and history.  Boggs was a major influence on students coming through the UF broadcasting school.

Generations listened to Boggs and probably associate him with Gator Football more than anyone else, “ UF communications chief Norm Carlson said. “He had a voice you could trust; he sounded like he was sitting right there in your living room.” Boggs was the voice of Gator Football from 1939 to 1981, more than 4 decades.    During his tenure, he announced over 300 football games and countless basketball games.    In the early days, the road games were recreated from Western Union telegrams. His voice was heard on 60 stations before television.  He missed two seasons 1944-1945 while serving in World War II.       
From 1960-1963 Boggs was named Florida’s Outstanding Sportscaster.  Boggs retired as Voice of the Gators in 1981, but continued with a pre-game show outside Florida Field.     
In 1989 he received the distinguished Alumni Award from Florida’s Journalism and Communication College and in 1990 Boggs he was inducted into the Florida Sports Hall of Fame, and was a charter member of the Radio Station WRUF Hall of Fame.  
Boggs resided in Gainesville and was married to Helen Borer-Boggs.  They enjoyed playing golf. “Boggs was a hard-working man who takes great pride in his jobs and his responsibility and suffered when he made errors,” said Tom McEwen.  “Otis was kind.  He never said a bad word about anybody,” said Ted Covington, who was Boggs’ sidekick on and off the air  for 25 years.  “He even gave the opponents a fair shake.  I thought he did a great job.  He wasn’t excitable, he just did his job.”    Boggs was best remembered for his UF football broadcasts
