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Sanford Meeks was an exemplary student at Auburndale High School who enjoyed playing the trumpet and Bloodhound Varsity Football and weightlifting. In January 1986 Sanford was listed as “Super Senior” Sanford Meeks in the Trail of the Hounds School Newspaper.  Sanford ranked 14th in his graduating class while taking AP Calculus and Physics.  He was a first chair trumpet player in the All County Band and was a member of the National Honor Society for three years.

During high school Meeks received numerous outstanding awards including the PRIDE Award for EXCELLENCE in Writing and Science; “Outstanding In The Arts Award”; “Who’s Who Among American High School Students; eleven superior awards from District Solo and Ensemble contest and two superior awards from State Solo and Ensemble contests; “Who’s Who in Music”; US National Band Award; Junior & Senior American Hall of Fame Band Honors; John Philip Sousa Award; Senior Athletic Awards for Football and Weightlifting and many others.

In 1991 he was a Teaching Assistant for Nuclear Engineering Sciences at UF in Gainesville, FL.  In 1994 Sanford became the Director of Clinical Physics for Gulf Coast Cancer Treatment Center in Panama City, FL.  In 1996 he was the Assistant Professor at UF in Gainesville. In 1999 he accepted the position of Associate Professor, Division of Radiation Oncology at the University of Iowa.  In 2004 Sanford accepted the position of Chief of Radiophysics, M.D. at the Anderson Cancer Center in Orlando, FL. 

Dr. Meeks has authored and co-authored over 100 articles, book chapters, abstracts, and patents.  His development of extracranial optic-guided sterotactic radiotherapy is partially supported by research grants from the Whitaker Foundation and the National Cancer Institute.  He is affiliated with numerous professional organization including The American Association of Physicists in Medicine (AAPA); Florida Chapter of AAPM; Listed in “Who’s Who in Science and Engineering”; National Physics Honorary, EIL; National Nuclear Science Honorary, ANE; The International Stereotactic Radiosurgery Society; Math Honorary, KME; American College of Radiology and American Society for Therapeutic Radiology and Oncology.

Dr. Meeks area of expertise includes radiosurgery treatment planning and optic-guided stereotactic radiotherapy.  He has several Inventors Patents pending including Analytic Characterization of Radiosurgery Dose Distribution; Optically-guided whole body sterotactic body frame and Ultrasonic guidance of target structures for therapeutic application. 

Sanford is married to Allyson and they have three boys, Alton, Colby and Dylan.  They live in Oveido, FL and are actively involved in the community, schools, and the boys’ sports programs.
